Mr. Lewis assured the com-
mittee he would advise his associates
to negotiate’ with :any “representa-
iive group” of operators from the cen-
tral field, which includes Illinois, In-
diana, Ohio and western Pennsylvania,
even though' not all the operators
could be induced to deal again with
the union. The union, he insisted,
would not and cculd not settle .the
dispute in other states until this ba-
sis had been established for a national
wage level.

The law proposed
there would go into effect June 1. The
Commercial Bakeball league is active-
ly behind the movement in Champaign.

FOREIGN GRADE LIST

Canada Second, Japan Third in
| Report For Last

Semester

South Africa, with an average of 4.38
led all foreign countries in the Univer-
¢ity in scholastic standing last semes-
ter, according to a report just issued
by Dean E. H. Carnahan, dean of for-
eign students.

This is the highest average ever at-
tained by a foreign group in the Uni-
versity. China, the leading country for
the first seemster last.year, had 3.611
and Bulgaria, the winner for the sec-
ond semester, 3.651. This may be ex-
plained in part by the fact that theré
are only four in the South African
group, eight in the Bulgarian and 89
in the Chinese. .

Other countries in order of grades
are: Canada, with four students, 3.38;
Japan, 3.26; India, 3.06; China, 3.03;
